Cristian Leru was born the year 1956 in Comanesti. He attended primary school in Bucharest, after which, in 1972, he emigrated to Germany. He finished high school in Saarlouis. He studied art and theology in Kassel, where he also attended graphic design studies until 1983. In 1984 he moved to Berlin where he was a partner at “Graph Druckula”, specialized in publicity, typography and serigraphy. In 1988, afraid of a Russian invasion (he was living near The Wall), he moved to Sydney. There he opened the “Visual Affairs” enterprise, that continues to exist today.


Artistic Life


Even before finishing high school he had exhibitions in Saarlouis, every year since 1976 to 1978. During his studies he participated at numerous exhibitions  in Kassel and Gottingen. He had a personal exhibition in Berlin in the year 1985. In Sydney he earned his money working for his enterprise, but at some point, in a moment of weakness, he created a series of serigraphies that he exhibited under the artist name of Tango Muller. After 2004 he dedicated himself to the art of fishing, and ever since he is wandering around the globe searching for the golden fish. It so seems that starting this year, the dark thoughts of art started to haunt his mind yet again. God have mercy. Cristian Leru considers himself one of the last dinosaurs of the artistic serigraphy. This form of art is quickly fading in an era of digitalization. The works exhibited in MAV d’Art Gallery are a fine example of textile serigraphy. Between 12 and 25 distinct colors were manually printed, and each was created in series of 5 pieces. He is presenting some rather common thematics, starting with the question: what is the universe? (+/-), where does the man come from? (Single), to: how can you make money at the Stock Exchange? (Win) or with buildings? (St Peter). The work “Sale” is dedicated to a great serigraphy artist who lived in the 60’s.
